GOOD PRACTICE GUIDANCE FOR THE MANAGEMENT OF CONTAMINATED LAND ON NUCLEAR AND DEFENCE SITES (LMGv2)

Introduction

The first version of the SAFEGROUNDS guidance on the management of contaminated land (LMGv1) was issued in 2002. The document is being revised to take account of technical, regulatory and organisational developments, and of experience in its use. 

LMGv2 is being developed primarily to help those responsible for the management of contaminated land and to inform other stakeholders. LMGv2 will include references to SAFEGROUNDS supporting documents which will provide greater detail on topics such as site characterisation and the comparison of options.
This consultation is on the first full draft of the document, which has been prepared in the light of comments received during earlier rounds of consultation on the scope of the document and its outline contents. The outline contents consulted on in April/May 2007 was a fairly detailed document, and work on the first full draft has focussed largely on addressing the specific points raised in the consultation. We are now keen for your feedback on those areas of the guidance, not covered by supporting SAFEGROUNDS documents, which would benefit from further expansion. 
Comments are invited on any aspect of the first full draft. However, we would be grateful if you could consider the questions listed in section 4 below.

A workshop will be held on the 6th November 2007, to provide stakeholders (inc. site owners, operators, regulators, contractors, NGOs etc) with an opportunity to discuss the key issues raised during the consultations on the first full drafts of this and the other key SAFEGROUNDS documents. It is envisaged that decisions on unresolved issues will be taken at the workshop and the way forward agreed for the second drafts. If you are interested in attending this workshop, please indicate this on your response form in the space provided. The venue is yet to be confirmed, but is expected to be in either London or Birmingham.

The responses to this consultation and the views expressed at the stakeholder workshop in November 2007 will be used to prepare a second draft of the document. This will be issued for a final round of consultation in early 2008.

Questions to consider

General:

· Is the document presented in a logical fashion?  What areas could be improved?  What areas are good examples?

· Does the guidance cover the subject comprehensively?

· Does it provide fundamental principles of good practice? Are there specific examples that you can think of that demonstrate the application of these principles?
· Are there areas that you feel have been skimmed over too lightly? What additional information would you like to see added?
· Are the illustrations, tables etc. appropriate? Would more diagrams / schematics be helpful in explaining the process?  What improvements could be made to the figures that are included?
· Is the target audience defined and is the content clearly targeted at the target audience? Is the writing style appropriate?
· Is the split between the information in the main body and the appendices appropriate?
Specific:
· Of the two alternative texts provided in section 6.3, which would you like to see form the basis of the finalised text? What amendments/ additions/ clarifications would you like to see addressed?
· Is there sufficient guidance for both short-term and long-term planning?

· Does the checklist in Annex 1 provide an adequate level of detail for practioners to undertake the necessary planning?

· Planning options

· Risk assessment

· Stakeholder Involvement.
