Introduction

As part of the programme to update the SAFEGROUNDS guidance on the management of contaminated land (the LMG for short) a separate “Citizens’ Guide” is being developed. The citizens’ guide will be a separate, complementary document in layman’s language.  It will provide local communities, other stakeholders and the wider public with an introduction to the topics covered by the LMG and will contain links to it, but it will not simply summarise the main LMG document.  

This consultation is on the first full draft of the document, which has been prepared in the light of comments received during an earlier round of consultation on the scope and outline contents of the document. Next steps 

A workshop will be held on the 6th November 2007, to provide stakeholders (inc. site owners, operators, regulators, contractors, NGOs etc) with an opportunity to discuss the key issues raised during the consultations on the first full drafts of this and the other key SAFEGROUNDS documents. It is envisaged that decisions on unresolved issues will be taken at the workshop and the way forward agreed for the second drafts. If you are interested in attending this workshop, please indicate this on your response form in the space provided. The venue is yet to be confirmed, but is expected to be in either London or Birmingham.
The responses to this consultation and the views expressed at the stakeholder workshop in November 2007 will be used to prepare a second draft of the document. This will be issued for a final round of consultation in early 2008.

Questions to consider

General:

· Is the document presented in a logical fashion?  What areas could be improved?  What areas are good examples?

· Is the document repetitive?

· Does the guidance cover the subject comprehensively?

· Are there areas that you feel have been skimmed over too lightly? What additional information would you like to see included?

· Are the illustrations, tables etc. appropriate? Would more diagrams / schematics be helpful in explaining the process?  What improvements could be made to the figures that are included?
· Is the target audience defined and is the content clearly targeted at the target audience? Is the writing style appropriate?

Specific:

· Section 2 is intended as a short introduction to contaminated land.  Bearing in mind that it has already been agreed that “…it is not intended as an elementary introduction.  Rather, it will seek to ‘bridge the gap’ between existing sources of background information on radioactivity and technical documents such as the SAFEGROUNDS LMG..” what should it contain?
· Are there any sources of background or more detailed information that could usefully be referenced?
· Are there ways the style of the document could be improved to make it more accessible?
