GOOD PRACTICE GUIDANCE FOR THE MANAGEMENT OF CONTAMINATED LAND ON NUCLEAR AND DEFENCE SITES (LMGv2)
CONSULTATION ON SECOND FULL DRAFT
1.
Introduction and Background

The first version of the SAFEGROUNDS guidance on the management of contaminated land (LMGv1) was issued in 2002. The document is being revised to take account of technical, regulatory and organisational developments and of experience in its use. 

LMGv2 is being developed primarily to help those responsible for the management of contaminated land and to inform other stakeholders. LMGv2 will include references to SAFEGROUNDS supporting documents which will provide greater detail on topics such as site characterisation and the comparison of options.
This consultation is on the second full draft of the document, which has been prepared in the light of comments received during earlier rounds of consultation on the scope of the document and its outline contents. The outline contents consulted on in April/May 2007 was a fairly detailed document, and work on the first full draft has focussed largely on addressing the specific points raised in the consultation. This was followed by the production of the first full draft for consultation.  Comments were received in response to this consultation draft and further feedback obtained during a workshop held in November 2007.  The comments and feedback provided has resulted in the changes presented in this, the second full draft for consultation.  The changes are summarised below:

· Shortening and simplification of the document to emphasize the process and the principles in two separate sections;

· Identification of any significant changes from the LMG published in 2002 – in particular to the wording associated with the key principles;

· Inclusion of a summary section on decision making;

· Removal of the flow diagram for complex sites and amendment to the generic flow diagram;

· The document now includes a decision flow diagram covering the iterations and feedback loops alluded to in the generic diagram.
Comments are invited on any aspect of this second full draft. However, we would be grateful if you could consider the questions listed in section 4 below.

Please note that the second full draft makes references to other SAFEGROUNDS documents that are currently under review or development. The references are therefore to drafts of these documents (see http://www.safegrounds.com/current_consultations.htm)
